Equipment cleaning: 

When returning from an exotic dive vacation, it is important to clean your gears before storing it.  Here are tips that will help you keep your gear looking good, working like new and lasting for years:
1. Soak and rinse carefully all of your gear in fresh water to remove all the salt crystals left on it.  Don’t dry your scuba equipment in direct sunlight; the sun’s rays also shorten the life of scuba gear.

2. Regulators: First, dry the inside of the dust cap and the opening in the first stage regulator, blow on it or use a dry cloth. Secure the dust cap in place. Then gently rinse your regulator in fresh water. Do not left your regulator soaking in the water unless it is hook to a tank and has pressure on the system. Do not purge buttons.  Without pressure, water might flow into the first stage regulator. 

3. BCD: Rinse it inside and outside. After washed out the BCD bladder. 
4. Wetsuits: Wash the suit, booties, and gloves by submerging them in water and dunking them up and down, turning them inside out as well to ensure that both inside and outside are completely clean. Afterwards, you should hang the wetsuit inside out on a strong coat hanger to dry.
5. You may also want to lubricate any zippers to make them easier to open and close the next time you wear the suit. The booties and gloves should also be hung up. 

6. Dive Lights & Cameras: Work all moving parts while soaking to loosen any salt and sand deposits. Allow the unit to dry completely after soaking and before opening any compartments. Once dry, loosen all connectors so they do not freeze in place. Then remove batteries, film or
storage disks. Clean and lubricate all orings thoroughly before next use. Store the components in a protective case to prevent any seals from exposure to dust and dirt. 

7. Knives / Cutting Devices: It is important that you rinse your knife in fresh water after EVERY Dive! Be sure to completely dry your knife before reassembly and storage. Applying a protective coating is also important. Avoid any common types of lubricants and knife oils as they can   deteriorate your wetsuit material. 
8. Masks & Fins: After rinsing and letting your mask and fins dry, store them in a cool dry place out of direct sun light. Storing fins on their tips can also warp them. 
9. Other Dive Gear: Make sure to rinse tanks, rescue sausages, whistles, dive propulsion vehicles, weights, catch bags, and anything else that may have been in the water at some point or another. Remove any batteries or other items that may corrode overtime from your gear.  

The cleaning of your gears will save yourself money.
